of DHSK College, Dibrugarh

Education is the backbone of a nation. We cannot

think of a good society without good education. Wise men
are born from time to time to lead a nation towards

development. From time immemorial the people of Dibrugarh
are working for the progress of the district. In the year 1945,
they had already laid the bridge to the foundation of higher
education in Dibrugarh. Firstly it was established as Dibrugarh
College in the year 1945. It is one of the oldest college in
upper Assam. Later it was renamed after the name of two
brothers Hanumanbax and Surajmal Kanoi as they had
contributed a lot to the college by which It was named as
Hanumanbax Surajmal Kanol College (DHSK College)
.Several educationist such as Dr Joglraj Basu, Ashwini
Charan Choudhury, Dr. Lakhl Prasad Dutta has also
contributed a lot for the development of Higher Education.
Two eminent educationists, i.e. Dr. Joglraj Basu, the founder
Principal of the college, and Dr. Lakhi Prasad Dutta led a
new dimension to the sphere of education in Dibrugarh. As
a result in a short period of time it gradually developed as a
renowned institution of higher education in Assam. But If we
look into the present situation of the college we may find
that it is lacking behind in certain considerable aspects. At a
time DHSK college was the first college In the un-divlded
Lakhimpur District, it was also popularly known as "Cotton
College of Upper Assam". Since the establishment of the
college, I take this opportunity to express my sincere thanks
and gratitude to all the former Principals of this college for
the toils they have taken for the development and all round
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progress of the college. In order to make this college a leading
college we have to work hard for enhancing its reputation.
The prime vision of this college is to revitalize its educational
leadership and transform it from an institution of Higher
Education to a Hi-tech institution of higher studies. We are
very sorry to tell you that after 70 glorious years of its
establishment we do not have any Master Degree courses
in our college, though it was the first college which founded
Dibrugarh University, But here is a good news forthe people
of Dibrugarh, for the first time M.A in English has been
initiated for the year 2016-2017.

19'"June, 2015 is a memorable day for me as I have
joined the college as a Principal. I am very glad to tell that
many renowned educationist person like Dr. Jogira] basu
and Dr. Lakhi Prasad Duta have served this duty as Principal
of this college.

I have a very good experience in different sectors of
my education career and work profile. I started my career as
a lecturer of Dispur College, Guwahati in 1994 and served
my duty. After that I Joined Dibru College as a lecturer,
Dibrugarh for more than 17 years. Then I went to Majuli which
is world famous. I worked there as a Principal from 3'" March,
2012 to 18'" June, 2015. Working as a Principal for three
years three month. I have gained many experiences there.
After that I joined as Principal of DHSK College, Dibrugarh.
But I regret to convey that I had to face many problems in
academic, administrative, infrastructure. For the better
upliftment of the college and to make it into a leading college
in the entire state I have gathered courage to solve these
problems. Once upon a time the people of Dibrugarh were
proud enough to have such a college and students from all
over the country came to this college to pursue Higher
Education. But the flow of students is not seen nowadays.
Inspite of highly equipped infrastructures the students had
to face many problems like shortage of desk and benches,
classrooms are not well equipped, broken floor, weak ceiling,
unhygienic campus, electricity problem, lack of educational
equipments and many more. Due to the insufficient internal
road connectivity, in the rainy season the students as well
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as the teachers had to face many problems including the
college auditorium and well equipped seminar hall. There
were no better canteen facility for the students and the
employees. It cannot go on like this. Someone has to take

the initiative and I stepped forward to work for the college so
that the students can get a better environment. Certain steps
are taken to solve those problems. The first floor of the
Sankardev Conference Hall had been rebuilt and ground floor
has been upgraded installation of four AC. The inner portion
of the Lai Chand Kanoi auditorium and stage had been rebuilt
and decorated. Here, I would like to mention the name of

Prof. P.D Goswami, Prof. Mridul Sarma and Prof. Ananta
Dutta, Dr. Ranjan Changmai as they had contributed a lot of
service during the renovation of the auditorium. I am taking
many initiative for the development of this college. While
discussing with the Governing Body and senior professors
with their advice I have worked sincerely for the college. The
Girls' Hostel was established in the year 1957. The path to
the Girls' Hostel was not in a good condition including the
path inside the college premises. The paths are rebuilt with
blocks. The plot of the flag hosting point was renovated and
decorated. The main gate and the boundary walls were newly
coloured. The empty space in front of the main entrance
was cleaned and made it look beautiful. The entire college
campus was renovated so that it can give a pleasant feeling
to the college family. Teacher's common room, water facilities,
electricity has also been improved. In the past 70 years in
the history of this college, the first Youth Festival in the month
of January 2016 was organised at Kanoi College, Dibrugarh
under Dibrugarh University. Likewise, NOG CAT camp was
held at January 2016. It will remain as a memorable event
in the history of Kanoi College. After discussing with the
Department Heads and Library Managing Committee
necessary works like New Library with modern facilities will
be available. I too have a dream to open a new e-Library in
future in which all the famous books of the world will be

available such an old institution that have passed 70 years.
And this process has already been started. Library Building
has already been extended. Therefore 150 pairs of good
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quality desk benches are newly made. After one month of
my joining the front building was renovated with wail colour
and floor tiles. Ail the damaged ceilings, floors of buildings
are repaired inside the college campus, Including the floor
of Girls Common room with tiles. The students were facing
these problems for years and it has been solved within a
month after my joining.

Lack of a proper sports playground within the college
campus is one of the major lacunae. Due to the unavailability
of a proper playground the students are facing problems in
sports and games. In the month of January, 2016 a
playground was temporarily prepared at the back of the
college. And the festivals of the college such as N.C.G. Camp,
Youth Festival, college Week were held In this field. 1 feel
glad that all these major events were held within the college
campus at the temporarily built playground. Earlier, the
college had to hire the Railway Loco Field, ASEB field,
Chowkidingee playground. I have a plan to provide a
playground with all the modern facilities available in future.
This plan discussions are held with the Ministry of Youth
Affairs and the State Government as well.

We have formed a Publication Committee to publish
books and journals of various departments of our college
regularly. Also, resolution has been taken to form an
Academic Council for smooth conduct of academic matters.
Regular guardian meetings are held to establish a cordial
relationship and also to take their advice and suggestions
from them time to time. Advice are taken from the literate
persons, senior citizens as well as the general people of
Dibrugarh town and Assam for the welfare of the institution.
To provide exposure to the students, several renowned
persons are invited to the institution for providing advice and
interaction so that the students can develop their thinking
for their nation and country. Since the last 15 years the Boys'
Hostel which remained abandoned has now been repaired
and renovated for further use. Facilities were made for the
participants of the N.C.C. camp and Inter College Youth
Festival for accommodation in the Boys' Hostel. In 2016-17
initiative are taken to reopen the Boys' Hostel. We expect
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and seek assistance from the Government of Assam for
further upgradation of the Boys' Hostel. There is no end to
the problems of this institution, inspite of insufficient funds
of the institution we have been working hard from the
beginning.

In response to the changing perceptions of needs and
expectations of society, the institution is offering for a range
of programmes of study. The new programmes are
introduced to have a more practical, technological as well
as professional orientation. From time to time coaching
classes are also held in the ICGC center. For the regular
coaching classes new building for ICGC is built so that it can
be the best coaching center in the entire Assam with best
faculties. Though many talented students have joined this
college but I feel that due to lack of adequate facilities they
are not getting the required environment. I tried to enthuse
work culture within the college and as a part of it D.C of
Dibrugarh M.S Manivanan felicitated five employees viz.
Debaru Bhuyan, Ranjit Boiragi, NituI Dutta, Anupam Dutta,
Sanjay Baishya, for giving selfless service from morning
5a.m- 7a.m to the college since In addition of their regular
college duties. Along with them Banjit Deka, Krishna Paw,
Chandra Gogoi, Hemanta Das are also giving service to the
college for healthy environment. I am thankful to these
employees for their selfless service. The employees of the
college are now imbibing a work culture which becomes
evident from their regular attendance as well as early arrival
at college well ahead of duty hours. The employees are also
engaged in maintaining a clean campus drive. This is indeed
a good symptom. The professors, employees, students and
parents and public in general are providing their full support
and co-operation for rapid development and progress of the
college. I am very grateful to all concerned.

A new initiative has been taken regarding Higher
Secondary students of the college. New concept and new
planning has been adopted for both streams of HS section
from the year 2016-2017. Initiatives have also been taken
regarding introduction of skill development course under KK
Handlque Open University. Plans are being made to introduce
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four disciplines viz. Education, Sociology, Geology and
Psychology in Under-Graduate Course, Initiative has been
taken regarding introduction of PG Courses in Economics,
Anthropology, Physics, and Chemistry. These courses will
soon be introduced after completion of infrastructure.

After joining as Principal of this college and having
faced unending problems,I became gladdened at the good
news that a student named Miss Dipawali Kurmi was awarded
as the best graduate of Dibrugarh University in 2015. This
achievement of Dipawali will be always an inspiration for all
of us.
